Intensive Interaction is an approach to assisting learners who experience Severe/Profound Intellectual disabilities and additional multiple physical, sensory or ‘autistic spectrum’ disorders to learn about and experience more successful communicative interactions
Although this introductory course is directed at practitioners such as teachers, support workers or therapists, it will also be relevant to school leaders or administrators
This day seminar explains the ‘what is it?’, ‘who do I do it with?’ ‘why?’ and ‘how do I do it?’ questions, illustrated with over 35 video sequences and  open discussion. 

Research evidence relating to the approach, as well as methods of monitoring and recording progress will also be addressed, however the focus is on practical considerations and sustainable practice.

A wealth of references and a resource pack including observation proformas, recording sheets, web resources and exemplar policy documents will be given to those who attend the course.

The intention of the seminar is to equip those attending with enough material and information to begin to apply the approach in their context the following day.

Introduction to Intensive Interaction.

It is assumed that participants have some level of experience in the use of the approach.

Intensive Interaction is an approach to developing communication with learners who experience severe-profound intellectual disabilities and who may have additional multiple physical, sensory or ‘autistic spectrum’ disorders.  It is an approach which uses the behaviours that learners recognise as their own, to assist them to become increasingly involved in social dialogues and interactions.

This training has been shaped to address issues raised in evaluation feedback from other courses.   This day focuses on implementation and development

· Growing the culture / Trouble shooting

· A number of strategies that have been found to be useful for ‘growing the culture’ of Intensive Interaction in a number of settings will be discussed.  There will be an opportunity to discuss problems already encountered by participants 
The moderation and video analysis workshops and discussion will benefit if you bring a video of an interaction to discuss the following;
· Start stop video analysis

· Video and profession discussion are powerful tools for developing the common understanding that underpins a community of practice 

· Recording Interactions

· Best practice is closely linked to the use of reflective practices.  Recording interactions is not just a matter of writing down what happened – to develop insight we need to identify what is significant and why.

· Moderation 

· It is vital to be able to identify meaningful progress and to develop a language to discuss and monitor changes in levels of communicative involvement. Moderation enables teachers and practitioners to reach robust conclusions about progress and provides evidence on which to base meaningful goals 
Other topics may be covered include eg Report formats; Intensive Interaction and VELS; Different styles of Intensive Interaction [ eg P.Caldwell]; Touch  other topics may also be covered in response to requests ‘on the day’

NB The day will be a mixture of group activities, discussion, and presentations.

It is especially useful to staff wishing to lead Intensive Interaction in their setting

There is a growing body of evidence to suggest that Intensive Interaction helps learners to become involved in more successful social encounters.  If you have been using Intensive Interaction with early communicators, you will already have experienced the way that the learner quickly takes interest and responds to your attempts to find common social ground, open up communicative partnerships and develop social dialogues.
However the most successful interactive partnerships occur when the skilled partner adapts their interactive behaviours too.  This training uses the Intensive Interaction Reflection Tool and a refined version of the Australian National Schools Network Protocols to focus attention on developing the interactive skills of the practitioner.

To participate fully in the training you are requested to bring a 5 minute video of you and a learner engaged in Intensive Interaction. You should be clearly visible to the camera. 

Participants will be introduced to methods of structured observation and the reflective collegiate practices which closely support useful professional discussion. The day focuses on exploring practical ways for colleagues, class teams and learning communities to sustain good practice and benefit from shared experience.

· Refined interactive skills

· Strategies to respond to learners’ attempts to ‘strike up’ social interactions
